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Professor MILENKO PUŠIĆ, graduated engineer of geology, a regular member of the Academy of Engineering Sciences since 2015, a full professor at the Faculty of Mining and Geology at the Belgrade University, retired since 2016.

He was born on April 29th, 1951 at Nova Pazova. He completed elementary and grammar schools in Sremska Mitrovica. He enrolled at the Faculty of Mining and Geology in Belgrade at Hydrogeology department and completed the studies in 1976. He received his Master’s degree from the Faculty of Civil Engineering in Belgrade in 1983 and Doctor’s degree from the Faculty of Mining and Geology (FMG) in Belgrade in 1990, on the subject of artificial recharge of groundwater using deep wells. 
The complete service length he spent at the Faculty of Mining and Geology in Belgrade, at Hydrogeology department, since 1976, as an assistant-trainee, an assistant since 1984, as an assistant professor since 1991, as an associate professor since 1997 and since 1999 as a full professor.
As a lecturer, he taught subjects related to groundwater flow (hydraulics with hydrology, groundwater hydraulics, groundwater dynamics, water-tapping facilities, well hydraulics) in basic and doctoral studies. He was a mentor or member of a committee for several dozen dissertation defenses, and a few magisterial and doctoral thesis defenses. He is an author of four textbooks. He also participated in the first curricula accreditation process at the Faculty of Mining and Geology. Since 2012 until retirement (2016) he used the Moodle program, a university platform, in his lectures. For many years, he held courses at the research station “Petnica”, and at the Alternative academic education network, in Belgrade (2001-2003).
In the scientific and research work he has been dominantly working in the area of developing the application of groundwater flow modeling in various conditions. He is a co-author of a monograph of the international importance, co-author of 7 chapters in an international monograph, co-author of 16 scientific papers published in magazines of category 20, author or co-author of 32 printed reports from international conferences, 6 monographs of national importance, 38 papers in magazines of national importance, 47 reports from national conferences.

In the engineering and professional work, he has participated in preparation of 7 technical solutions, of which: two solutions regarding groundwater material transport analysis, three solutions related to defining well elements and design, two elements (software) for data interpretation of flow towards wells. The most important results have been accomplished in the area of hydrodynamic modeling of groundwater flow, in the area of water supplying (cities Belgrade, Pančevo, Novi Sad, Subotica, Apatin, north Banat, southwest Srem, Ruma, Smederevo, Leskovac, Kraljevo, Bačka Palanka, Vojvodina region), groundwater pollution protection (Pančevo moor, Novi Sad, Kovin, Smederevo, Kladovo), groundwater resource management (Obedska pond, WS “Bogovina”, Leskovac basin), organization of groundwater regime in Danube coastal area (right Danube bank from Zmajevac to Kopačevo, “Kajtasovo” dam, Old Kostolac, section Kovin-Dubovac), mine dewatering (SM “Šikulje”, SM “Drmno”, SM “Suvodol”), groundwater regime analysis during construction and operation of hydro-technical facilities (dams and accumulations “Kudoš”, residential area “Čukarička padina” in Belgrade, embankment “Brza vrba”, embankment along the river Nera, embankment along the channel Danube-Tisa-Danube, pumping stations “Ibrifor”, “Vinci”, “Požeženo”, “Ušće Peka”, “Labudnjača”, “Mladenovo”), hydro-thermal resource utilization (Koviljača Spa, Junaković Spa). His most important achievement is work on coal mine SM “Drmno”, where he helped establishing reliable groundwater monitoring and mathematical model. In the recent years he is intensively studying the process of well ageing and designing source wells in alluvial areas, especially at the Belgrade water source. He was a consultant to a Managing Director of PUC “Belgrade Waterworks and Sewerage” (2001- 2005). He was a long-term associate (since graduation in 1976) at the Institute for water resources “Jaroslav Černi”.

Retired, he turned to life in nature, keeping an active contact and cooperation with the “Jaroslav Černi” Institute. 
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
